OVERVIEW:

Boys are different from girls physiologically, emotionally and socially. These masculine traits, which
often irritate and confound parents, were intended to be enjoyed and celebrated — as well as molded
and “civilized.”

Behavioral research reveals that many young males are floundering today, both at home and in school.
They need special care and guidance during each stage of their development. If parents fail to
recognize this, the consequences are often dire.

It’s no secret that our culture is becoming more wicked and that our kids are being targeted by those
who would seek to exploit and manipulate their young minds. They are routinely exposed to safe-sex
nonsense at school, enticements to gamble, Internet pornography and other immoral images in the
media, and hundreds of other harmful influences. Superimposed on that cultural backdrop is an entire
set of concerns related specifically to boys. Because they are inherently less stable than girls, young
males are more vulnerable to the dangers that swirl around them.

Society’s mixed message on the role of men creates confusion among boys today. In the wake of a
host of recent violent and tragic events involving boys and young men, many are asking what we as a
society are doing wrong in the way we are raising our boys.
